EXAMINATION
Examine areas to receive radiant barrier and insulation facing.
Notify Architect of conditions that would adversely affect installation.
Do not begin installation until unacceptable conditions are corrected.
INSTALLATION
Install radiant barrier and insulation facing in accordance with manufacturer's instructions and ASTM C1743.
Install radiant barrier and insulation facing at locations indicated on the Drawings.
Use as Facing for Unfaced Batts in Walls (Class A Fire Rating):
Install radiant barrier and insulation facing with kraft paper facing batts and foil exposed.
Install product flat to face of wall, stapling every 4 to 8 inches to wood studs and furring.
Metal Studs and Furring: Use double sided tape or spray adhesive.
Overlap layers a minimum of 1/2 inch.
Tape joints.
Cut material to fit snugly around electrical wall outlets and other cutouts.
Tape edges of material to outlets and cutouts.
Use as Facing for Unfaced Batts Above Drop Ceilings (Class A Fire Rating):
Lay over grids with kraft paper facing up and foil facing down.
Overlap layers a minimum of 1/2 inch.
Tape joints.
Lay unfaced batt insulation over top of kraft paper facing up.
Use as Facing for Unfaced Batts Attached to Bottom Exposed Wood or Metal Floor Joists:
Attach to bottom of floor joists with kraft paper facing up and foil facing down.
Overlap layers a minimum of 1/2 inch.
Tape joints.
Use steel screws with washers every 12 inches, in addition to or stapling every 4 to 8 inches when attaching to wood joists and spray adhesive when attaching to metal joists.
Tape tears in radiant barrier and insulation facing.
Replace damaged radiant barrier and insulation facing as directed by Architect.
PROTECTION
Protect installed radiant barrier and insulation facing from damage during construction.
